May 10th Press Release -Unarmed Robbery @ 7-11  

At 9:02 a.m. the clerk at 7-11, 359 Bedford Street, route 18, Whitman, called the Whitman Police Department to report he was robbed by a male party who did not show a weapon.  The clerk gave the suspects description as follows:  Male, wearing black shirt and wearing a white scarf across his face while left the scene, riding away on a bicycle headed east on route 14, Auburn Street.

Second caller reported they witnessed the robbery and were following the vehicle that the robbery suspects are now in.  The perpetrator's vehicle, a green ford explorer, traveled down a couple of side roads and were intercepted a short distance away on School Street by marked Whitman Police Department vehicles who immediately activated their blue  lights and sirens.

A short pursuit occurred at speeds no greater than 50 miles per hour onto Washington Street, Whitman, heading north.  On Washington Street, at Whitman Avenue, Officer Gregory and Officer Sirignano, and other members of the Whitman Police Department stopped the ford explorer and arrested a mother and son for unarmed robbery of the 7-11 store at 359 Bedford Street, route 18, in Whitman.  Damage to Whitman cruiser 307, being driven by Officer Gregory occurred during the stop.
