DUE TO THE RASH OF MOTOR VEHICLE BREAK INS HE WAS STOPPED AND QUESTIONED. SGT. STAFFORD, OFFICER BALONIS, AND DETECTIVE DRASS ALSO RESPONDED. AFTER A BRIEF INVESTIGATION THE MALE, IDENTIFIED AS SEAN GERBER, 25 YRS OLD OF 90 MYRTLE AVE APT #315, WHITMAN WAS PLACED UNDER ARREST FOR POSSESSION OF PRESCRIPTION PILLS AND RECEIVING STOLEN PROPERTY AFTER HE ADMITTED TO STEALING THE BICYCLE HE WAS RIDING. DETECTIVES WENT TO THE GERBER’S RESIDENCE AND SEIZED EVIDENCE THAT LINKED GERBER TO NUMEROUS MOTOR VEHICLE B&ES IN THE AREA. 

DETECTIVE STEPHEN DRASS, DETECTIVE PAUL O’BRIEN, DETECTIVE MICHAEL JENKINS, AND DETECTIVE TIMOTHY NIXON OF THE WHITMAN, EAST BRIDGEWATER AND WEST BRIDGEWATER MAJOR CRIMES TASK FORCE HAVE BEEN WORKING OVERNIGHT THE LAST FEW WEEKS IN ORDER TO SOLVE THE RASH OF MOTOR VEHICLE B & E’S.  ALSO, ASSISTING IN THIS INVESTIGATION WERE DETECTIVE RICHARD GAMBINO AND TODD CANTALUPO OF THE ABINGTON POLICE DEPT, THE PLYMOUTH COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT BCI UNIT, AND THE PLYMOUTH COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT K-9 UNIT. GERBER ADMITTED TO DETECTIVES THAT HE HAD COMMITTED OVER 100 B & E’S OF MOTOR VEHICLES WITHIN THE PAST MONTH.  WHITMAN, EAST BRIDGEWATER, AND ABINGTON HAVE BEEN PLAGUED BY NUMEROUS B & E’S IN RECENT WEEKS.
