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MINUTES OF THE MEETING 
WHITMAN CONSERVATION COMMISSION
TUESDAY, MARCH 17, 2020

The Whitman Conservation Commission meeting of Tuesady evening, March 17, 2020 was held as a conference call due to closing of Town Hall necessitated by coronavirus restrictions . On line for the call were Sandra Cortez and Elaine Melisi at 7:45PM, and George Porter later in the call. The meeting was called to order at 7:46 by Vice Chairman Sandra Cortez in the absence of Chairman George Porter. Also present for the opening of the meeting was Secretary Elaine Melisi. The agenda had been provided by the secretary to the other two members.

First agenda item was consideration of continuation of the public hearing scheduled for March 17th at 7:45PM   DEP File 340-0451  Doris Drive Project. Representative Azu Etoniru. The
The secretary noted that Azu Etoniru called prior to the meeting and asked that the time of continuation of the Doris Drive hearing resumption be changed to 8PM on March 17, 2020.
Elaine Melisi moved to approve the motion to continue the hearing to 7:45PM on Tuesday, April 21st. The vote to approve was 2 in favor, 0 against. (voting in favor were Elaine Melisi and Sandra Cortez)

The second agenda item was a motion by Elaine Melisi to continue the hearing scheduled for March 17th, 2020 at 7:50PM . DEP file 340-0453 for 262 Bedford Street, LLC- representative is Carl Garvey. Mrs. Melisi noted that she had received a request from Carleton Garvey to continue this hearing to Tuesday, April 17, 2020 at 7:50PM.  Mrs. Melisi moved to approve the request, which was seconded by Vice-Chair Sandra Cortez. The vote was 2-0 in favor of the continuance. Voting in favor were Sandra Cortez and Elaine Melisi.

Ms. Cortez said that Mrs. Eddy had contacted her to request a site inspection and hearing for a NOI filing for a swimming pool on their property.  The secretary said that the NOI package should be filed with the Commission and DEP; a DEP file number will be issued by that agency, and the case will be assigned a hearing date when it is possible to do so.  Once the file is received, the appropriate paperwork and notifications will be issued.

Ms. Cortez noted that she has been trying to get some information from Hanson ConCom on the people they used for their pond treatments in the past; so far, no response.

Mr. Porter had joined the conference call earlier and said that he would be doing site inspections as needed, to be ready for a resumption of  meetings and hearings when the present emergency situation is resolved, and it is possible to resume regular business.

Elaine Melisi moved to close the meeting at 7:59PM; second was made by Mr. Porter. The vote to close the meeting was unanimous. (Mr. Porter, Mrs Cortez, Mrs. Melisi)
